• Introductory,  

• Country Members,  

• Juniors and Golf & Go Members of Club Tocumwal Limited.  

The championships will be played over three (3) rounds of Stableford played on the days allotted to 

the event for May 2025.  

• Round 1 – Tuesday May 13th, 2025, Qualifying Round  

• Round 2 – Tuesday May 20th, 2025, Qualifying Round   

• Final Round Tuesday May 27th, 2025. 

Play in the Club Tocumwal Women's Mid- Week Championships will be from the GREEN TEES ONLY 

for all three rounds.  

Daily play from any other coloured tee on any round will be eligible for the daily competition only. 
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In the event of a tie, all grades will be decided by the count-back system approved by GA. 

There will be a Mid-Week Club Champion awarded to each grade winner after three rounds. 

Conditions of Entry for the Mid-Week Championships will be available on the Club Tocumwal 

website from March 2025. 

• Entry fee for the Club Tocumwal Women's Mid- Week Championships will be $13.00 for each 

round including the concurrent daily competition. 

• Tee times for the Women's Mid- Week Championships will be available to all female 

members to book as normal eight (8) days prior from 7.00am for all three (3) days of the 

championship. 

• Daily events conducted in conjunction with the championships in all divisions (determined on 

the day). 

• Players must hold a full and unrestricted Golf Australia handicap by the date of the first 

round.  

• The Club Tocumwal Mid-Week Championships is an Amateur event.  

 

Tee Times   

All rounds of the 2025 Club Tocumwal Mid-Week Championship will be booked by the 

member playing for the three (3) rounds using the 1st tee for the golf course chosen on the 

day.  

Registration  

All competitors are required to register in the Pro Shop upon arrival, each day of play, and at 

least 20 minutes before their tee time. 

Scorecard return  

The Miclub, Miscore App will be used for scoring for this Club Tocumwal Mid-Week 

Championship event. 

If scorecards are used, they must be returned to the Clubhouse no later than 10 minutes 

after the completion of your round.  

Carts 

The use of Golf Carts throughout the 2025 Club Tocumwal Mid -Week Championships is 

permitted without restriction.   

Disputes 
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The Golf Committee will act as the Tournament Committee. Disputes must be lodged in 

writing to the Tournament Committee or their representative/s within 15 minutes of the 

completion of their round. The Tournament Committee’s decision on any matter is final. 

 

 

Suspension of Play due to Adverse Weather Conditions  

The Tournament Committee reserve the right to re-schedule any round of the event due to 

an event of heavy rain, lightning, extreme heat or for any other reason, the Tournament 

Committee will be responsible for deciding whether to suspend play.  

The signal for suspending play will be three (3) blasts (repeated) of a siren.  

If play is suspended during any round of the 2025 Club Tocumwal Mid-Week Club 

Championships, the maximum amount of time that play can be suspended for is 2 hours. If 

the course is not playable within this time, then play will be abandoned and rescheduled as 

determined by the tournament committee. The tournament may be reduced to a 36-Hole 

Championship.
